The clubs are preparing to have their speech contests between January and March.  Remember that this year the clubs suggested completion of their Speech Contest should be by February 28, 2011 or 20 weeks prior to the international speech contest.  However, the club speech contest must be completed at least three (3) weeks prior to the council speech contest.  For example, Council 2 is having their speech contest on April 18 so all clubs in Council 2 shall complete their club contests no later than March 26, 2011.  The suggested time for council speech contests to be completed is by April 30 or 11 weeks prior to the international speech contest.  The Sierra Pacific Speech Contest will be held on June 3 in Emeryville at the Hilton Garden Inn.
The eligible club contestants must receive their three (3) words, phrases or combinations of both three (3) weeks in advance of the time scheduled for the contest.  The winning speech given at club may be given again with some modifications at council, region and international levels or the contestant may use one of the other three words or phrases to give a brand new speech.
If there are any questions or conflicts in interpretation, first contact your council speech contest chairman who, in turn, will contact me.
